Prof. Kaushal Verma,
Chair of the Archives and Publications Cell in
IS¢, will continue to help in his official capacity
as the Executive Editor and academic capacity as
professor of mathematics. Ms. Kavitha Harish is
the lynchpin of the journal, deftly handling all
communications and administrative matters of
the journal. The Springer Nature team gives the
professional edge that we value. It is my privilege
to serve this journal with all these people behind
1t.

In this issue, Prof. M. Santosh and Prof.
Sajeev Krishnan introduce us to the complexities
of Earth and what lies beneath. By focusing on
the Indian peninsula, the authors of the review
papers assemble the pieces of the puzzle to pro-
vide a comprehensive view of the geological and
tectonic processes in this region.
